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What do colleges look for in an applicant? There is 
no one answer to this question. Although most 
colleges and universities, nationwide, use the same 
criteria for admissions, the percentage use of each 
component varies when they look at their applicant 
pool and the type of community they want to build 
on the campus. This is especially true in the 
selective and highly selective liberal arts 
institutions. In the most recent NACAC (National 
Association for College Admission Counseling) 
Bulletin, there was an article which included a 
section on the factors in the admission process. The 
article went on to offer a listing of factors that 
determine the college admission decision (the 
number in parenthesis indicates the percent of 
institutions reporting “considerable importance”  
assigned to each factor):  
 
“Grades/College Prep (80), Class Rank (28), 
Admission Tests (60), Grades/All Courses (57), 
Counselor Recommendation (18), Teacher 
Recommendation (18), Essay (25), Interview (9), 
Work/Activities (8), Ability to Pay (2), State 
Exams (6), Subject Exams (5), Residence (2), 
Race/Ethnicity (2), Demonstrated Interested (7), 
Legacy (1).”  (NACAC Bulletin, Vol. 43/No 1, 
Jan/Feb 2005).
