The Texas College Guide (2006 Edition) listed 
“demonstrated interest in the institution”  as a key to the 
college application process. How does a student 
demonstrate that they are interested in a specific college or 
university? Juniors can do the following to show that they 
really want to attend the college of their choice. (Each 
contact with the school is recorded by the university as 
“demonstrated interest” .) 

1. Campus visits 
2. An interview with the admissions counselor 
3. Making contact with the school’s representative 

when they come to St. Thomas High School 
4. E-mails to the admissions counselor 
5. Calls to the Admission Office from your parents 

or counselor. 
6. Attending summer programs at the college. 

The Counseling Department has a file of summer 
programs from many different colleges and universities. If 
you are interested in viewing the file, contact Dr. Parrish.

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By May 1, all seniors should notify the college 
of their choice where they will be enrolling as 
freshmen for the Fall 2006 semester. Once your 
senior has notified his school of choice, it is 
also important that he contact all other schools 
which accepted him and decline their offer of 
admission. Colleges and universities need this 
notification to help them in making their 
decisions to accept students who were placed 
on a waiting list. 
 
All seniors were asked to notify the Counseling 
Office on Tuesday, April 18, of their decision. 
At a class meeting on that date, seniors 
completed a Transcript Release Form which 
enables the counselors to forward a final 
transcript to each graduate’s chosen school. All 
colleges require verification that a student has 
completed his course of study and graduated 
from St. Thomas High School. 
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We ask that all parents of juniors who have not 
scheduled their Junior Parent Conference to 
please do so. We would really like to meet with 
all families by the end of the academic year. 
Juniors should complete parts of their college 
application over the summer. This will help 
alleviate the stress when they return to school. 
Please call your son’s counselor to schedule 
your appointment today! 
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The SAT Reasoning test will be administered at 
STH on Saturday, May 6. We hope that your 
son has already registered for this exam. There 
are a limited number of standby slots available. 
Contact the Counseling Center for standby 
registration information or “Change of Testing 
Center”  information. All juniors should be 
registered for the May 6 or June 3 SAT 
Reasoning and the June 10 ACT. The June date 
is also a good opportunity for juniors to take the 
SAT Subject Tests.
