Scholarship Criteria

* The Basilian Fathers Scholarship covers 60% of base tuition with additional financial awards available for each
academic year.

St. Thomas and from donors to the Tuition Assistance Fund.

* Winner chosen by Basilian Fathers’ Scholarship Committee based on nomination received from his current school,
score on the Independent School Entrance Exam (ISEE), and his academic, disciplinary, and citizenship record

in junior high.

* To maintain the scholarship each year the recipient must:
* Maintain a 2.00 average with no failing semester grade.
* Have a good conduct record.

* Have a good attendance record.
